Chicago,Il-From October 9th to October 30th 2009, Garage Spaces, an alternative art space, premieres with Stolen an art installation/temporary pawnshop created through the collaboration of artists/curators Mike Bancroft and Evan Plummer and work by: Bridget Bancroft, Gabrielle Carasquillo, Roberto Cardenas, Pearl Dick, Alex Inglizian, Brooks Johnson, Jasemine K, Patrick MacCarthy, Maria Perkovic, Luis Sanchez, Jeremy Scidmore, Bert Stabler, and Tommy Stephenson, Robert Vasquez, and many more unwilling to jeopardize their anonymity. Stolen re-defines the concept of “barrowing indefinitely” by challenging the thinking behind theft, and its role in our society by using performance, video, and installation to engage in a dialogue about appropriation, greed, violation, and ownership. 

Stolen re-creates the claustrophobic space of a pawnshop out of a 3 car garage, executing a caustic aesthetic with ill installed faux wood paneling, low dropped ceilings, and mismatched fluorescent lighting. The show tells the tales of “poor unfortunate souls” whose desperate situations lead them to sell what is near and dear to them and their families: paintings, motorbikes, jewelry, etc. Items in the pawnshop will be on sale.
